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5.11. Larisa Dunayeva, Anatoliy Kononenko, Oksana Kononenko. PSYCHOLOGICAL
FEATURES OF STUDENTS' IDEAS ABOUT THE IMAGE OF A POLITICIAN

consciousness of a young person. This problem is relevant in the modern period of crisis
phenomena, when value systems are destroyed and apolitically is formed, disbelief in the future, in
the fact that human efforts can change anything, that is, a person deletes himself from the circle of
political life — thus it gradually loses political consciousness. Student youth is at the stage of its
formation, so they need professional help. The existing significant differences in the electoral
