The article explores the theoretical and methodological aspects of
population vulnerability during armed conflicts and the issues of violence in
such conditions. The essential characteristics of vulnerability, its signs, and
features in the context of war are discussed. An analysis of vulnerability and
violence is conducted based on online surveys of vulnerable women and
children on one side, and volunteer organizations providing assistance to
vulnerable population groups on the other side within the framework of an
international project investigating the impact of armed conflict on vulnerable
population groups. It is argued that addressing such problems requires
immediate resolution at both the governmental and non-governmental levels
for the effective re-socialization of vulnerable population groups after the
conflict concludes.

Abstract

In the context of the Russian military invasion into Ukraine, a significant portion of the country's population
was forced to move both within Ukraine and abroad. During the armed conflict, women and children face
restricted access to essential services such as medical and social support. Gender-based violence is widespread,
with many cases remaining undisclosed or lacking appropriate attention. Children are particularly at risk of
negative consequences from the war.

After the conclusion of the war in Ukraine, a substantial number of refugees, who have suffered physical and
psychological trauma, will require immediate assistance, including financial and psychosocial support.
Analyzing how the war will continue to impact these vulnerable population groups and developing strategies to
protect their health, well-being, and human rights will contribute to their living free from violence and cruelty,
thereby promoting the sustainable development of Ukraine.

The research on the impact of the armed conflict on affected women and children, as well as the
identification of current organizational strategies for protecting and working with these groups during this time,
is conducted by Odessa Polytechnic University (Ukraine) in collaboration with the University of Portsmouth
(United Kingdom) within the international project "Suffering in Hope for the Future": the status of vulnerable
women and children in Ukraine and the development of post-conflict solutions to support their reintegration and
resocialization» This project was made possible through the UK-Ukraine Twinning grant scheme, financed by
Research England with the support of the UK Research and Innovation and British International Universities.

The focus of the research includes women and children affected during the Ukrainian conflict, forming a clu-
ster of vulnerable population categories. The study also identifies, through online surveys, the types and extent of
assistance provided by volunteer and other charitable organizations that affected individuals can rely on.

It is established that social vulnerability is a comprehensive concept that considers various factors increasing
risks and limiting opportunities for individuals, groups, or communities in responding to social challenges and
disasters. However, in the current conditions of war, new factors influencing social vulnerability arise, which
need to be identified and considered in providing assistance to affected vulnerable population groups.

One of the particularly vulnerable social groups in our country is internally displaced persons during the war.
In addition to the general difficulties characteristic of their new place of residence, their situation is marked by
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sudden financial losses, psychological trauma, and a sense of instability. Facing financial hardships, such
individuals typically require support and assistance.

Thus, the investigation into the vulnerability of the population during war indicates a high susceptibility to
negative impacts due to armed conflict. This poses a threat to the safety, well-being, and fundamental rights and
needs of these individuals. Vulnerable groups include internally displaced persons, women and children, elderly
citizens, persons with disabilities, and other categories with limited abilities to protect themselves from the
hardships arising in the conditions of armed conflict. Violence against vulnerable populations during war is a
serious and alarming issue, encompassing physical, psychological, economic, and social violence determined by
their gender, age, health status, membership in specific groups, or communities. Protecting vulnerable
populations requires effective security measures, social support, and legal protection aimed at preventing and
ceasing any form of violence in the context of armed conflict.
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
