§1. Substantiation of the necessity and importance of philosophy in the
‘onditionsof economicsand knowledge

The term " knowledge economy” (or "economy based on knowledge”)
appeared In 1962 ode (P. Machlup). Later, In 1973 , D. Bell published &
monograph, where he presented the concept of a postindustrial soclety In
which he singled out Information and knowledge s the main structural
elements. In his opinion, post-industrial society is characterized not by labor
theory of value, but by & theory of value based on knowledge. The factor of
innovation is the systematization of knowledge. The peculiariy of the latter Is
that,even ifsold, Italso remains with its manufacturer.

Now under the "knowledge economy” began to understand this type of
economy in which knowledge plays a crucial role, and thelr production and
become a source ofeconomic growth and the competitiveness of the litis.

1t would seem that the very name of "knowledge economy” should be the
assumption that philosophical knowledge , as knowledge ~universal,
fundamental, tested by more than two thousand years of existence, have the
highest value .. paradoxicaliy of the current situation i that In the context of
the global Information soclety and economies and knowledge the value of
philosophical knowledge i reduced.

The problem, in our opinion, lies immediately in several planes: fist, in
the sphere of understanding the specificty of knowledge as 2 commodity. Frst
of all we should focus on the fact that this purely philosophical problem - the
definition of "knowledge", and even a particuar, especially the pro t wa
knowledge in terms of total commercialzation of public and private spheres of
lfe,

Economists (7, 12, 1322 | recognize that measurement of knowledge - It
is methodologically very subtle, because knowledge & a product, on the one.
hand, a private one that can be appropriated, and on the other hand , a public
one that belongs toeveryone; and that knowledge, atleast 2 considerable part of
it s a public good, moreover, not even a national but an international public
good; and that measuring their value, based on costs, gives a distorted picture .
However, i the theorles of modern economists [ 12,13 ), doubts about the fact
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that knowledge of the market mechanism Is not applied , are discarded: recent
Studies show that knowledge can be a commodity.

Long before the appearance of economics, philosophy has made
knowledge of the sublect of their studies, philosophy serves as a general theory
of knowledge and methodology | have knowledge in general, and economic in
particular. Obviously, before the economic, there must be a philosophical
understanding of knowledge. However, due to the emergence and spread It
informationtechnology, the development of science of the brain, the
development ofthe theory within a n s, the process of neutralizing the tendency
to absolute stabilty, regulatory science, many, many of their friend, it becomes
absolutely clear that "knowledge” i so complex a phenomenon that now it s not
possible to comprehendit asa commodity.

Therefore, philosophy views knowledge as a commodity, pessimistic n its
entirety [ 11 private ownership of deas Is Impossible in principle,a creature
can prevent people from using other people’s things, but not knowledge. If
knowledge in general can be regarded as "capital’, then, n any case, this capital
belongs to the whole of mankind. Some Individual ideas can be appropriated by
a private person, company or state, but only for a time, afer which they are stil
doomed to become people’scollective property.

The other level of the problem is the cadres - these are the specialsts In
economics who develop theoretical and empirical knowledge, embody It n life.
Itis significant that ot only philosophers express the opinion that economists in
the modern world can not do without philosophy, but economists themselves,
managers declare the vital necessity of strong philosophical preparation of
future economists.

So, n one of his Interviews,the development director o Coca-Cola Helenic
Ukraine . Choban [ 14 ], notes that economic education Is necessary n the same.
way as understanding of social systems, business laws, politcal issues. At the
same time, economic education Is not even decisive. For centurles, It has been
proven that cross-disciplinary knowledge is precisely the necessary knowledge
thatis practically needed in today’s environment.

Director of MBA programs Kyiv-Mobyla Business School In. Pavelko [ 14]
notes that In modern conditions It Is necessary to develop 3 progressive
education that nvolves constant learning, and In any case not static and not one-
sided, that Is, only economic or financal or mathematical. And the actual
education s based on philosophical education, because philosophy Is the basis
on which It i possible to systematically lay the necessary knowledge of other

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disciplines: philosophy is the primary source.” In. Pavelko [14] provides proof:
£ we look at the most successul peaple I today's world: George Soros, Warren,
Buffett and others, George Soros, for example, says that at the heart of its
business strategy Is the philosophy of K. Popper. If you recall the ancient
centuries, the conquerors of the world were raised on the Aristotelian and
Platonic philosophy of the Individual: the same Alexander of Macedon and so on.

. Pavelko [ 14] notes that where the Idea Is considered, the business
idea, philosophy is the basis. Al the rest - financial, mathematical, personnel and
other education - s already 2 subsystem, which should lie n the main system so
thatthe head can manage.

‘Thus, economists themselves, managers become lawyers and apologists of
philosophy, but only those who are a true professional, and not a limited
functionary.

In this connection, it is necessary to note such aspects of the primacy, the
Initiality of philosophical knowledge In the system of economic knowledge and
the training of specialistsn economics as:

- in the first place, It should be noted the crisi-specificty of 2 narrowly
trained speciaist in any fleld, and under the conditions of radical transformation
of soclety, the so-called "narrow economism” poses @ serlous danger, when
economic reforms are carried out according to some speculative scheme without
taking into account the soclo-historical context. This problem Is relevant in
‘connection with the dual nature of fundamental processes.

The processes of the first kind Include globalization (in an increasingly
globalized economy, the world's demand for education Is growing),
virtualization that fosters the formation of the world educational space,
internationalization, the commercialization of education, the "application of
Sclence,” and the Introduction ofa system of felong learning [ 21 ];

~in a second, in a world where the threat of planetary ecological disaster
S0 realistic, for a long time to formulate the requirements [21] for the greening
of economic thinking since the rampant economic growth, by increasing the
scale of industral production, is the first fundamental biosphere destruction
factor (increase in energy consumption clean primary production, fresh water,
biodiversity reduction, forested areas, etc, as well as Increasing the volume of
hazardous waste). Expressing the danger of the situation of the economy, which
has lost its philosophical and the base. Gore wrote about the need to change
"those features of our economic philosophy that .. are defective, a5 they
legitimize and even encourage the destruction of the environment” [ 3: 144, ).

-
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Modern economic knowledge s to be based on philosophical provisions on the
value of nature as a real and potential good, on the fundamental importance of
the principle of biosphere compatibilty for all types of economie actvity, on the
need for the formation of mechanisms for the joint functioning of ecological,
‘economic and socal systems. Thus, In the first place, not an absolute criterion s
proposed for a minimum of costs, and the criterion is 2 minimu of damage to a
person and the biosphere. For modern economic knowledge it is necessary to
understand that the orlentation to insatizble consumption leads the world along
adeadly path[21;

- third, the formation of new strategy of the economy - such as "ethical
economy’, "economic ethics”, "economy of giving’, "non-monetary economy,”
etc. etc, based on the principles of justice, moraliy. Unorthodox economic
theories are expanding and asserting: egolsm free trade contrasted fir trade ,
Partisipative economy, the economy of "participation”. These trends thus affect
the training ofspecialist, which fundamentally change ts obsolete formats

- in ~ Fourth the solution of econormic problems, as well as any scientific
economic cognition Involves creative, exploratory, Innovative. approaches.
Considerable help in this Is provided by the heuristic function of philosophy
aimed at the formation of search, variational thinking, the abily to make
unconventional_decisions n nomstandard situations, the formation of a
Specialit with high Innovative potential. The most Important qualites of an
expert economist In such a society are Innovative susceptibiity and adaptive
adaptability to continuously changing conditions.

Summarizing, It is possible to state unambiguously that economic
education without 2 powerful philosophical component Is unviable and
‘uncompetitivel That is why, the most demanded is the training of econormists,
managers, marketers , which contains philosophical knowledge - for ecample,
MBA programs that provide an adequate picture of the world and a systemic
perception ofrealty .

2. Public and Practical Philosophy as a response tothe challenges of the
Inowledge cconomy.

On the other hand, the massive, and most of al, compulsory secondary
education , the era of mass enrollment in universities, which occurred in the
middle of the last century , has led to the fct that ntellectualism has become an
asset to 2 much broader circle of people and has become massive.

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Communication means transferred mass Intellectualism to & new format -
public.

In the framework of this process , eforts are beingmace to popularize and
spread the philosophical worldview, as a critical, independent and creative way
of thinking, through which It s possible to overcome narrow economism and
consumerism of our time. F llosofya significantly expanded Is activity in the
form of society. Philosophers began to seek and find new public venues for open
discussions, organize PR campaigns, speak In large audiences and answer
questions from the part of the notalways benevolent public.

In connection with this, a so-called "n ublichny turn’ - the situation that
has evalved in the social and human sciences since the last third of he twentieth
century and I associated with the growth of the soclal demand for social and
humanitarian knowledge and the emergence of new forms of the existence of
humanitaristics with specific methods of translating knowledge, functions,
methods, intitutions, type of speech outside the university environment [ 25 |

These trends at the turn of the 20th and 215t centuries reach a maximum
in the Western world, and from the other decade of the 21st century - In
Ukraine, and cover all areas of socal and human sciences. In sclentific
discussions and In the media, the derivatives of the word "public’ today
constitute & sigrificant layer of vocabulary: talk about public discourse, public
policy, public relations, public intellectuas, public science, etc. Involvement in
public discourse becomes one of the legitimate forms of the existence of social
and humanitarian sciences in a democratic socety [ 25 ]

V. Shevchenko [ 24 ] notices that n ublichnaya philosophy and academic
philosophy - are two sides of the same coln. Academic philosophy is the subject
of occupations of the professioral community. The development and
effectiveness of public philosophy depends to a grea extent on what academic
and professioral philosophy can ofler today. Without her new outstanding
achievements, the expansion of the limits of human freedorm, the acquisition by
man of ever more complex, meaningfl values, humanity Is sooner o later
doomed to degeneration.

‘Within the framework of these projects in Ukraine, owls ep creases "public
twrn in philosophy” [25],there is a project called "practical philosophy” [17, 20,
26]. The phenomenon of "public turn” philosophy in the Ukraine was considered.
in detal in the research and. Clearly [ 25 :

philosophical to the professional community, the position of the cat about
cerned has worsened under adverse conditions of transformation of education
inUkraine [ 26 .

There are different points of view on what practical philosophy really is.
Cassical is considered a distinction between theoretical and practical
philosophy, while practical is understood the doctrine of morallty and human
duty, the understanding of practical philosophy as applied ethics [ 20,23 .

Examining the "practical turn” In philosophy, A Gomilko [ 4, defines 2
practical philosophy (as a result of "practical turning”) by philosophy that '-.
arises from the practical sphere of knowledge, provides thinking, It turns out, on
the one hand, manipulation and lies of the modern world, and on the other - help
to find the way to happiness and harmony in the Iife of every person and the
whole world " [4 : 338), Indicates that the practical philosophy of' practical s
not random, ec.iznaku and immanent essence”, as the ” modern world exposes.
the blind corners and impotence of classical modern philosophy In solving the
problem of protecting human thinking” [4: 327).

Areal lawyer of practical philosophy”, the author of numerous textbooks
and articles on practical philosophy, the founder of the Center for Practical
Philosophy, Practice of Philosophical Counseling In Russia LYe. Balashov has
been actively promoting her for more than 2 decade, believes that practical
philosophy is that part of philosophy that tries to directly Influence people’s
lives, through philosophical texts and speeches, through the living dialogue of
philosophers with people, through philosophical conversations of people with
each other [1 : 9]. LE. Balashov, to the unconditional virtues of practical
philosophy, relates what she Induces, in the process of living communication,
individually and individually, with the help of thought, to the right actions and
distracts from false, bad actions; affects peaple by the power of thought through
the medium of words, belifs; lluminates the connection between the common
and the individual (separate) connects the fundamental philosophical and
Specific life issues. Practical philosophy allows you to choose an Indvidual
approach to everyone, get an emotioral response, develop thelr needs and
motives [1].

But not all specialists agree with this, so EA. Tyugashev [ 23] belleves that
the separation of the theory and practice of philosophy i percelved as a recent
phenomenon, in support of this, on the material of ancient philosophy, gives
examples ofthe ife and work ofthe wise men whao acted practicaly.
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Obviously, In order that nterest in philosophy does not abate, and
ttempts to improve the situation with the teaching of philosophy, a varlety of
popularization activites, ntiatives are launched, projects and campaigrs for the.
promotion of philosophy begin .

However, these measures do not guarantee absolute success and final
olution of problems. Becoming famous, popular, "pop’, “media Intellectuals”,
philosophers risk becoming part of the "media feld’, become media-champlons.
.nd fully comply with the logic of the market. Bourdieu quite defnitely spoke on
his score: . the power that the mechanisms of the field ofournalism, which Is
ncreasingly subordinate to the demands of the market (readers and
avertisers), primarly,on fournalists (and intellectualfournalists), and then, not
without theirparticipation, on various fields of cultural production: legal,
iterary, artistic, scientifc . the Influence exerted by this field,in turn subject to
arket pressure, more or less strongly changes the power relations within
diferent felds, affecting what in they are done and are happening, and
producing simllar effects n these phenomenalogicaly very diferent
universes.."[2:92). In this case, the risk remains that the philosophical
knowledge will be blurred, drown n a huge amount of intellectual noise, and the
hopes for the formation of 2 philosophical outlook among the broad masses of
people may not be Justified.

‘Another problematic point , connected with the diffculties of pedagogical
and didactic, s described by V.. Shevchenko [24] . Speciicty ofthe teaching of
philosophy consists In opposing the subjectiviy of philosophical teachings, in
helr diversity with simultaneous equivalence and didactic tasks of building 2
philosophy course: defiing the goals of education, conducting casses, assessing
he level of knowledge of students , etc. Therefore, the creation of an Integral
ystem of philosophical knowledge is,among other things, a special art .

Despite the fact that there are diffculies n finding formats for presenting
practical philosophy, and In developing new approaches to teaching practical
philosophy, and in the riskiness of public philosophy and "media philosophers,”
he importance of philosophical knowledge is proved and the need for the is
heyond doubt.

Conclusions

Summarizing, we note that survival In the conditions of the "knowledge

economy” is a very difficult task for a person , requiring enormous resources,

est of all ntellectual resources, The expected help can be found in the circle of

philosophical knowledge, provided that In the process of survival In the
—
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conditions of academic capitalism, the philosophical communlty does not
vulgarize, and not vulgarize and simplify philosophy so much that It wil lose s
medicinal qualties.

We emphasize that In the conditions of the "knowledge economy” and In
the situation of the multidimensional global crsis  ecological, educational, etc,
in the dificult social and economic conditions In Ukraine, in the conditions of
political cisis and war, the task of creating favorable conditions for amiliarizing
with the philosophical culture, providing opportunities to gain philosophical
knowledge, which forms the ability to independently think and act, be tolerant,
responsible.

In conclusion, | want to say that in recent years produ coming off a
reinterpretation of "knowledge economy” practices that arise so new types of
human activity, based on the philosophical foundations, aking into account the
higher goals of human existence. Decisive steps In this direction are done by
philosophers, carrying out a "public’ and "practical” turn , thanks to which the
philosophical worldview and thinking will actively spread.
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CHAPTER 8
THE SIGNIFICANCE OF THE PUBLIC AND PRACTICAL PHILOSOPHER AT IN
‘THE CONDITIONS OF ECONOMIC AND KNOWLEDGE

The attitude to philosophy , to philosophical knowledge in the modern
world s very ambiguous, which i determined by the sharply Increasing pace of
life (the lack of forces and time to provide the most necessary), the wide
dissemination of redundant information, simulacra, pragmatic criteria for the
formation of persorallty. Many philosophies hinder, distracting them from
mercantile goals and a way of fe where mind prevalls.

In public opinion, prejudice prevails, owever, that philosophy, because of
s extreme abstractness , can not solve applied problems. As a resul, the.
teaching of philosophy in terms of total pragmatism and academic capitalism,
tapers, i replaced by the reading of iterature courses "Critical thinking’, and so
on. N. It Is significant that the conditions of marlket relations and "academic
capitalisny” even the preparation of  "doctor of philosophy” Is assumed without
athorough study of philosophy [18,19] 1

The reasons for this, on the one hand, are problems arising from
“academic capitalism " (we have already considered this aspect earler) [15, 16],
‘and on the other, according to many thinkers [ 5,6 ], who the author shares that
the rectors, deans, and other officals fom education (lke typical
representatives of mankind) do not like philosophy! It is the dislike of 3
politician, an official (after all many of them actively participate n poltica i),
and a speciast, representative of precise areas of knowledge and activity, and
ordinary people, the philistine, because philosophical reflections prevent one
from belng satisfied with himself,calm, from the consequences of his destructive
activity, or inaction. Philosophy distracts them from mercanile goals and 2 way
of lie where mind prevails. In addition, philosophy is clsely related to values,
with 2 conscience, and these qualites are also in demand by ar not all and not
always.

It s because we propose to consider the situation th systematically and
comprehensively, using methods and approaches characteristic of phiosophy
itself.P ecause the essence and prospects of the current state of development of
