Abstract

The COVID-19 pandemic has almost completely stopped all life on earth. At one point, air traffic stopped
sea and river cruises, entire cities and countries were closed for quarantine. The pandemic made all residents
think and rethink everyday life, attitude to travel and nature. Life will not be the same as it used to be. In the
future, not only the format of travel will change, but also our attitude to them: vacation planning will have to be
approached more consciously and take into account many factors.

In the world after COVID-19, and during the pandemic, one of the most popular types of travel may be
ecotourism. After all, it is able to show city dwellers all the beauty of our nature, reduce the risk of disease and
help get new experiences.

Therefore, it is necessary to explore possible problems that will arise in the development of ecotourism and
its prospects in modern conditions.

The ecotourism industry worldwide is estimated at $ 181.1 billion in 2019. The sector is projected to reach $
333.8 hillion in 2027, with a CAGR of 14.3 percent.

The main advantage and opportunity for the resumption of tourism for many countries, including Ukraine, is
the availability of sparsely populated areas, the possibility of social distance and walks in the fresh air
somewhere in the woods, mountains, desert or near the sea. This is the basis for the development of ecotourism
in a pandemic.
